Techniques for Correct Production/Practice of the “r” sound.

· Start by making the “l” sound, then slide the tongue back toward the throat, along the roof of mouth, to reach correct placement for “r”.

· Try this:  to get initial placement for production of /r/ explain that the tongue is a muscle. Feel the bicep at rest and flexed and discuss "tone." Do the same with the tongue, curling like bending your arm to flex the bicep. If they are having trouble with placement, ask them to pretend that the tip of the tongue is pointing to the back of their head/neck. Once they can bend the tongue have them close their bite and give a big smile to reduce lip rounding. Next add voice.  Over time, they will begin phasing out the bent tongue and spread lips into a more natural placement.
· Start practice with words that begin with “gr” as in “green”.

· Practice using contrasting pairs such as:  wing/ring, wipe/ripe, wade/raid, won/run, weed/read, wiggle/wriggle. . .

Work to produce the sharpest /r/ sounds you can.  Get your tongue back and high in your mouth.  Listen to you productions.  If a production is not your best, put more tension in your tongue and try again.
